START TIME: 8:00 AM - Runners may start to line up at 7:15 AM

START LINE: Grant Ave, at Sacramento Street

FINISH LINE: Kearny Street, at Sacramento Street

COURSE:

Our course is a 5K RUN / WALK or 10K RUN. The course is NOT USA Track & Field certified and the
5K finish is approximately 3.1 miles; 10K finish is approximately 6.2 miles. Mile markers along the
way are on the right side of the course. 5K is one time around the course, 10K runners will be

doing a second loop.

Course Time Limit: After 2 hours participants on the course will be moved to the running path so
the roads can be reopened. NO 10K WALKERS PLEASE.

No Bandits:

All participants on the course are to be registered and wearing the official bib #. BANDIT
RUNNERS/WALKERS who have not registered and are not wearing bib #'s will be asked to leave
the course by the Course Marshals and will not be allowed in the finish line chutes.
